We have received several complaints regarding the parking of vehicles from parents / guardians visiting the school both at the start and the end of the school day. 
Although we appreciate parking can be a problem when you drop off and collect your Children, can we please urge you as responsible parents / guardians and vehicle drivers to park legally and with consideration for others. While parking or waiting in Kings Ave, Briscoe way and also Campbell Close which is a private road.
Vehicles have been previously causing physical or visual obstructions to driveway entrances of homeowners, obstructing them from entering / exiting their properties or on corners / road junctions. It is important to obey the Highway Code rules for the safety of all during these busy times of the day.  
The Highway Code states that you must not park opposite or within 10 metres (32 feet) of a junction and the yellow zig zag keep clear markings directly outside the school are there to keep this space free from parked vehicles, this also includes the dropping off or collecting of children (school buses are exempt). In doing so this could result in being issued a Fine between £30 - £100. 
The purpose for keeping this area clear, is so that children / pedestrians for their safety can be seen more clearly when crossing the road. 
We have NOT at this time issued any Fixed Penalty Notices (FPNs) for obstruction or contacted the East Suffolk Council civil enforcement Authority. However, now we have sent out letters to advise that FPNs could be our next step if vehicles continue to be parked illegally. 
As part of the Halesworth Community Policing Team (CPT) it is not our intention to upset or inconvenience you over this issue, but to work with you.  We will be working closely with the school and the Parish Council over these issues and wish to ensure the safety of all road users, pedestrians, residents and school staff.
